Change to constitution:

An amendment to section 5 of the constitution, Becoming a Member, was considered necessary to allow for all classes of membership – general, social, nominated time and life.

Moved: Mark Saint-John    Seconded: Darlene Jacques that the constitution be changed by deleting the current Section 5 and replacing it with the following:

Becoming a Member 
5.   1. A person who is nominated and approved for membership as provided in these rules is eligible to be a member of the Association on payment of the annual subscription prescribed in or fixed under these rules.

      2. The term of membership begins with the receipt of annual subscription by the club member to the Treasurer and ceases at midnight on the day prior to the first club race the following year.

      3. A nomination of a person for membership of the Association - (a) shall be made in writing, signed by two members of the Association; (b) shall be accompanied by the written consent of the person nominated (which may be endorsed on the form of nomination); (c) shall include the appropriate membership subscription; and (d) shall be lodged with and approved by a member of the committee of management 

    4. The new member’s name shall be entered in the register of members.

    5. A person may join as (a) a general member and compete in Association races provided he/she is at least fifteen years of age (b) a social member, who may not compete in Association races but has every other privilege of a general member or (c) a nominated time member, who may only compete in the Association’s nominated time events.

   6. A person may be made a Life Member of the Association through a process determined, from time to time, by the Committee. A Life Member shall not be required to pay a membership subscription.

General Business:
· There was discussion about courses – both the safety of runners and the problem of runners impeding traffic. This was a particular problem at the hall at Gunns Plains. It was suggested that it may be able to start at Wings Wildlife Park. It was also suggested that crossing Sheffield Road at Spreyton was better avoided. Barry advised that all courses will be looked at by the committee.
· Concern was also raised about some courses used for nominated time. Generally they are good. It was confirmed that children 8 and under must run with an adult. 
· It was suggested we put together a set of by-laws. These would need to be adhered to and would mean it was clear what was required by the Club and what was just suggested.
